| fallacy of linear time
fosters the illusion that life

= begins with creation and
- occurs only once. All beings
are subject to cycles, and
nature shows her richness
_~ through the process of
recycling, as illustrated by
the life of the redwood
tree. The third fallacy is that we can change the world outside
of us without first changing ourselves. Karma and
reincarnation, when understood, can help us overcome these
fallacies, which act like sicknesses in us.

These disturbing facts first came into our consciousness
for the 2004 conference held in San Diego. We arranged for
the reservations and presentation rooms. Since there is need
of a contract for a certain number of rooms (and often
guaranteed payment). We decided this was OK because we
had a crystal ball. Looking in the ball, we just knew 50
persons would make reservations for 3 nights each. It was
only just over $16,000, and if no onmade reservations Sally
and | would just pay it. So, we signed. Next, we were told we
needed proof of liability insurance. Having a little experience

Not really sure how we pulled this off, but we did and we
were approved by the hal.

The problem did not surface again until the 2006
conference held in Julian, California. They also said we could
sign¢ which by this time Sally and | really knew that our vision
into our crystal ball was incredible we did. And, when the
liability insurance proof was required, we again tried the
Theosophy Company method. But, this time, the insurance
company said they would not do it. The Julian site, which was
owned by good Catholics, said we could have the conference
anyway if we were willing totake the risk. As we knew
Theosophists do not have accidents, we said OK. To our
amazement, there was a medical emergency during the
conference, but there was no suit. So, the conference gods
still held... There was a wrinkle, however, as after the
conference was over, the organizer for the Catholic Center
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said she had made a mistake in our contraeind could we
pay them another $1200 dollars. She said she was afraid of
losing her job. Not quite sure how we did pay, but somehow
donations seemed to haveome out of the astral light, and we
paid the $1200.00. I think she still held her job.

For the Petaluma Conference (2007), we had some
advantage as the IONS people are all wonderful and, besides,
many of their staff are Theosophists. They wanted the
liability insurance coverage, but after we pleaded with them
they said OK- they let us hold the conference without it.
Besides, this year Sally and | did not have to be financially
responsible as Odin Townley signed the contract.

We did reassure him tat Theosophists do not have
accidents and he had no need to worry about the finances as
we had a crystal ball and there would be enough reservations
to meet the $17,000 contract requirements. And, we did. The
crystal ball and donations coming from the t@al light still
held.

By this time,it was evident we needed an organizational
approach. While we suspected this might take some of the
spontaneity away, we also saw some advantages. We
envisioned shared responsibility and more to help and
participate. Garrett Riegg said he would put todedr a
501(c)3 nomnprofit corporation. And, he did. It is now a
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corporation within the state of California. Application to the
IRS has been completed. From there, we all know the rest.
We have officers and Board of Directors. Some may feel this
does rot have much to do with Theosophy. We would agree.
For some reason we feel the need to apologize. We are doing
just that. There is the thought that if our hearts are in the
right place, it may not matter what kind of organization
structure there is- formal or informal. It is only when the
heart is lost, officiousness becomes center stage. We hope all
of us will always make the heart first with compassion
resonating in wherever we do.

substantial group of United Lodge of Theosophists students,
studying Theosophy in Haiti. We sent a letter to the embassy,
but later learned it had not helpd and he could not obtain a
visa. For the 2008 International Theosophy Conference we
received a communication from Jean Michelet Lubiof Haiti,
who also wrote that he was desperate to come to our
Theosophical conference. He wanted, as well, a letsent to
the United States EmbassyWe sent him a registration form
and he mailed this back with an International Money Order
for $150.00. He also wanted to call but he was only able to
speak French.We arranged for him to call AleBianchiof the
Los Ameles United Lodge of Theosophists who speaks
French along with other languages. After their call Alex told
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us that he needed a letter and he was having difficulty getting
a Visa. We sent the letter of invitation. We also called the
U.S. Embassy in Roof France. We spoke extensively to the
Embassy personnel explaining how important it was for Jean
Michelet Lubin to come to the Theosophical conference. We
also called our Congressmag Darrell Isaac¢ and the
Executive Assistant for him called the bassy as well. None
of this helped. We returned the $150.

Learning of the earthquake disaster in Haiti we felt not only
the anguish for fellow human beings but, to us, it was more
personal. There were brothar and sister Theosophists in Haiti.
Are they alive? We reflected how most Theosophical centers
are independent and self sufficient and there is often very
little communication between centers. Maybe we are too
independent. We felt connected to the H@an Theosophists.

Altruism: Resonant Frequency to
the Healing Powers of the Soul

Chafe not at Karma, nor at Nature'shangeless laws. But
struggle only with the personal, the transitory, the
evanescent and the perishable.
Help Nature and work on with her; and Nature will regarg
thee as one of her creators and make obeisance.

While translatingWilliam Culleris A Treatise on the
Materia Medica Samuel Hahnemann (175843), the
founding father of homeopathy, first encountered the claim
that Cinchonathe bark of a Peruvian tree, was effective in
treating malaria

Noting that the drug induced malariike symptoms in
himself, he concluded that it would also do so in any healthy
individual. He postulated a new healing principle: "that which
can produce a set of symptomnia a healthy individual, can
treat a sick individual who is manifesting a similar set of
symptoms."2 This principlejike cures like became he basis
for an approach to medicine which he gave the name
homeopathy.

Madame Blavatsky, the founding godmother of the
current TheosophicaMovement, envisions Theosophical
groups as healing centers employing homeopathy in her
article Spiritual Progress

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If in each of our branches we were able to establish a
homeopathic dispensary with the addition of mesmeric
healing, such as has alreadyeen done with great
success in Bombay, we might contribute towards putting
the science of medicine in this country on a sounder basis,
and be the means of incalculable benefit to the people at
large. The scientific basis behind homeopathy is the idea
that aligning resonant frequencies can produce a healing
effect.

Many recent advances in the science of healing
encompass the notion that attributing quantifiable
frequencies to illness and directing counterbalancing
electromagnetic
frequencies
stimulates the
02ReQa
own B
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antibiotic and a probiotic. Both ideas work but working along
with nature as opposed to working against her produces the
added benefit of doing less harm.

In her Third Messag® the American Convention of
1890, Madame admonishes us about the evolutionary
development of the new subrace and the corresponding
dangersof the new healing modalities:

What of the coming year? And first a word of warning. As
the preparation for the new cycle proceeds, as the fore
runners of the new sulbpace make their appearance on

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the American continent, the latent psychic and occult
powers in man are beginning to germate and grow.
Hence the rapid growth of such movements as Christian
Science, Mind Cure, Metaphysical Healing, Spiritual
Healing, and so forth. All these movements represent
nothing but different phases of the exercise of these
growing powers,- as yet notunderstood and therefore
but too often ignorantly misused. Understand once and
for all that there is nothing "spiritual" or "divine" in any
of these manifestations. The cures effected by them are
due simply to the unconscious exercise of occult power on
the lower planes of nature usually of prana or life
currents.
The
conflicting
theories of
Samuel Hahnemann all these
schools are
based on misunderstood and magpplied metaphysics,
often on grotesquely absurd logical fallacies. But the one
feature canmon to most of them, a feature which
presents the most danger in the near future is this. In
nearly every case the tenor of the teachings of these
schools is such as to lead people to regard the healing
process as being applied to the mind of the patiertere
lies the danger, for any such procesBowever cunningly
disguised in words and hidden by false nose&s simply to
psychologise the patient. In other words, whenever the
healer interferes, consciously or unconsciouslyith the
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free mental actionof the person he treats, it isBlack
Magic. Already these sacalled sciences of "Healing" are
being used to gain a livelihood. Soon some sharp person
will find out that by the same process the minds of others
can be influenced in many directions, andetlselfish
motive of personal gain and money getting having been
once allowed to creep in, the onseme "healer" may be
insensibly led on to use his power to acquire wealth or
some other object of his desire.

This is one of the dangers of the new cycle,
aggravated enormously by the pressure of competition
and the struggle for
existence. Happily new
tendencies are also
springing up, working to
change the basis of men's
daily lives from selfishness
to altruism.

How can we cultivate and generate
so-called healing powers for others and to heal our own lives?
Our tendencies towards iliness are all initially set up
