Hallucinatory Experiences

Studies have shown that hallucinatory experiences take place
worldwide.

One study from as early as 1894 reported that approximately
10% of the population experienced hallucinations. A 1996
1999 survey of over 13,000 people reported a much higher
figure, with almost 39% of people reporting hallucinatory
experiences, 27% of which were daytime hallucinations,
mostly outside the context of iliness or drug use. From this
survey,olfactory (smell) andyustatory (taste) hallucinations
seem the most common in the general population.
